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PASSENGERS RESCUED—AS ANDREA DORIA HEELS OVER

NEW YORK (AP)--Two transatlantic liners,
laden with thousands of carefree passengers, collid-
ed with a rending crash in fog off Massachusetts
Wednesday night. One —the Italian liner Andrea
Doria—keeled over and plunged to its doom in the
ocean depths at mid-morning Thursday.
